Hopefully, our youth are being 
encouraged to look at this Dutch project as one to 
help build responsibility, friendships and respect 
towards fellow breeders.  Are they congratulating 
the winner and walking away from the table without 
being mad the “other guy” won?   The sweepstakes 
as we have it does have some exhibitors really going 
all out to win at the end of the year.  I’ve often 
wondered what it would be like if we were to say 
we were discontinuing the keeping of Sweepstakes 
points as a club (this is completely hypothetical!!)? 
Would we still be enjoying the raising and breeding 
of our rabbits, going to shows, winning ribbons and 
perhaps some money if we were not out to accrue 
a bunch of points?

Committee Reports
ARBA Booth Decorating:  Jill Pfaff made a motion 

to establish a liability account for decorations and 
supplies for the ADRC booth at the ARBA Convention.   
Each year $100.00 is to be put in this account along 
with any balance remaining from the previous year.  
Any winnings will be added back to other income.  
Dan Schwandt seconded the motion.  Motion carried

Website: Sue Hill reported that Julie Hume wants 
to encourage everyone to check out the website.    
There is information missing on the previous NDS 
and ARBA Convention Winners page.  Rick Billups will 
supply Julie with that missing information. 

Sweepstakes:  Dennis Kline made a motion to 
change the date that all show reports must be 
received by the sweepstakes chair to be included 
in the prior year’s sweepstakes contests from March 
15 to March 1.  Rick Billups seconded the motion.  
Motion carried.

Sanctions:  Jill Pfaff made a motion that no free 
sanctions be issued with the exception of a cancelled 
show and the ARBA Convention.  If a show is 
cancelled, the free sanction will only be given in the 
same calendar year as the cancelled show.  Dennis 
Kline seconded the motion.  Motion carried with one 
opposed.

Seller’s Class:  Kevin Hooper reported that the 
seller’s class will be judged and then the rabbits 
will be arranged by varieties to help expedite the 
examination of rabbits by potential buyers.

Scholarship:  Sue Hill reported that neither of the 
two applicants qualified for the ADRC Scholarship 
this year.  One was due to their membership being 
expired and the other had not been a member yet 
for three years.  Both members were contacted and 
told they could reapply next year.  Sue Hill donated 
a camera to be raffled off at this year’s NDS for the 
ADRC Scholarship.  Sue brought up that maybe the 

guidelines should be re-evaluated.  Sharon Mixdorf 
will present her suggestions to the board at a later 
date.

Publicity:  Todd Uran submitted a financial report 
to the board.  Publicity has rented two booths for 
the 2009 ARBA Convention.  Todd and Dan will not 
be able to attend the convention and are looking for 
some people to volunteer to run the publicity at the 
ARBA Convention.  They will ship items to be sold at 
convention. Todd will get with Troy regarding this 
matter. 

Standards:  Warren Wiltman reported that all 
items that were on the ballot were approved by 
the membership.  ARBA Standards Committee did 
not approve the replacement of the picture of the 
Dutch rabbit due to the fact that a new picture was 
not submitted as the replacement. Members will be 
asked to submit photos and may also have pictures 
taken at the NDS.  The ARBA Standards committee 
also did not approve the replacement of the drawing 
depicting the body type of a Dutch rabbit since no 
drawing was submitted as the replacement.

Minutes of  ADRC 
Board Meeting
April 24, 2009
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Youth Liaison:  Sue Hill reported that Sara Lape had 
nothing to report at this time.

NDS/Convention Liaison:  Dennis Kline reported 
that this year’s host club for the NDS had everything 
in place after a problem with hiring of a judge was 
corrected.  Also this year’s ARBA Convention crew has 
a plan in place and will be reporting to the committee 
as the time gets closer to the convention.

Audit:  Jim Rydell requested that the term “audit” 
be replaced with the term “review” to better 
describe the scope of this committees work.  Jim 
also requested that checks should not be written 
to and signed by the same person.  Since all ADRC 
accounts have two signors, if a check needs to be 
written to one signor then the other signor needs 
to write the check.  Furthermore, all accounts need 
to have a statement cutoff date of the end of the 
month or a letter from the bank stating what the 
month end bank balance is.  All bank statements 
balanced to the ADRC financial statement for the 
operating fund, contingency fund, scholarship fund 
and best in show fund.  The publicity fund did not 
balance.

I thought that we 
picked a lot of similar Dutch. 

What do I say about the Dutch I judged? I use to 
think this would be such an easy article to write. The 
one thing that everyone needs to watch is the hind-
quarters. Remember they should be rounded in shape 
and full all the way to the table. The one thing about 
color that surprised me was the number of sun faded 
animals. A lot of them were high quality animals but 
maybe housed in less than ideal locations leading to 
sun fading. 

Blacks: While they were competitive, they were 
not at the level you would expect from the variety. 

Blues: The classes I had were the deepest of all the 
colors I judged. When I got down to the top fi ve in 
each class I could have gone in any order. 

Chocolates: They surprised me. Of course they need 
the typical darker color and shorten up the body. 

Torts: I commend the breeders for working on the 
color by getting rid of the smut over the body. They 
really look attractive when you have good color. 

Steel: They won, what more can I say. The top ani-
mals were really the top Dutch. 

Gray: I only judged one class, but in that class they 
needed some improvement, especially in surface 
color and bodies. 

Even though there were a few “winners” all youth 
are winners in my eyes. It’s always an honor to judge 
the youth. It would be an honor to do it again.

Many of you have noticed we have a new topic for education and discussion on the website, 

called “Varieties with a COD”. At this time, only the Chinchilla Dutch has a current Certifi cate of 
Development. You will fi nd information on the proposed standard and pictures. The standards 
committee would like to hear comments from the membership concerning the development 
of non-recognized varieties. This venture should help educate us all on the possibilities of 
this new color.  After all, at some point we will need to make a decision whether or not we 
will add this variety to the Standard of Perfection. After viewing the information, there is a 
survey you can fi ll out regarding your opinions. The replies will be posted on the website for 
others to read and comment on. Keep in mind that everyone is entitled to an opinion and 
please do not attack or take offense if others have different ideas. We would like to make this forum productive 
and educational.

These are the questions posted on the website:
· When using other breeds of rabbits in the development of these new colors, it will take many years to get 

animals that consistently show a good Dutch type. What about the colors we could have just crossing the varieties 
we already have? Lilac Dutch for example were very popular back in the days of the AOV class.

· If we start adding new colors of Dutch to the Standard will we get carried away with the entire thing? For 
example, the Netherland Dwarfs and Mini-Rex. Will this benefi t our club or the Dutch breed?

· Will the Chinchilla Dutch complement the Gray and/or Steel varieties? This would still need to be proven.
· Would the Red Dutch complement any other colors?
· Instead of adding more classes of Dutch to be judged, would it be better to have an agouti class in place 

of the Gray?
· At many shows the number of Steels shown is not very good. Will more colors hurt the Steel numbers even 

more? Plus will it add to having more varieties with poor showings?
· Having more colors of Dutch may just add interest from people who haven’t raised Dutch before.
Please check out the responses to these questions on the site. If you would like to submit a response to the 

questions and do not have access to a computer, please send your answers to me and I will post them on the site 
so all have an equal opportunity to voice their opinion.

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ASK THE JUDGE
What is the proper way to determine if a 
rabbit has a tied elbow?

From Kevin Hooper:
Determining if a Dutch has a tied elbow is quite 

easy, providing that the Dutch has a typical tie?  
For most Dutch, the easiest way is to turn the 
rabbit over while maintaining its’ posed position, 
then place your thumb on the elbow.  Is the color 
touching the elbow joint?  If so, it is tied.

Now, there are some which look tied while moving 
in the pen, yet when you turn them over, they do 
not appear tied.  They then get the benefit of the 
doubt. Others may have a drag running up the inside 
or outside of the leg, not touching the elbow, again, 
benefit of the doubt to the rabbit.

Lastly, as a judge, you have another option. Let’s 
say a Dutch has a big drag running up between his 
front legs, yet it does not touch the elbows?  What 
do you do?  In this case, unworthy of award comes 
into play.  This is not to say the rabbit is disqualified, 
but that the fault is so severe that it should not get 
first in a class of one.

If  you have a question you wish to pose for either the  
“Ask the Judge” or “Ask the Breeder” columns, just 

e-mail or mail your question to me. These columns are 
an avenue where you can ask questions and advice from 
the professionals in our organization. For the judge’s 
column, you may ask questions such as judging criteria, 
presentation on the show table, what it takes to become 
a judge, and proper etiquette as a few examples. For 
the breeder’s column, questions can range from feeding, 
conditioning, breeding techniques, rabbit care, how 
to improve your herd, anything that people who have 
been breeding Dutch rabbits for many years might 
have suggestions on. If you would like to participate on 
the panels, just drop me an e-mail and I will add your 
name to our groups. The questions will be e-mailed 
and each participant has the 
option to answer or not. This 
is the chance to get a lot of 
viewpoints from across the 
country!

ASK THE BREEDER
The question that was listed in the magazine was 

as follows:
How do you feel about the proposed new 

varieties? In what ways do you feel the 
addition of these colors will help or detract 
from the breed?

There were no replies to that question, but I will 
take one of the questions that are listed on the 
website survey on varieties and list the replies we 
have received on that:

Will the Chinchilla Dutch complement the 
Gray and/or Steel varieties? This would still 
need to be proven.

• I think the Chin would compliment the Steel 
much more than the Gray, especially when the ring 
colors between the two Agoutis are so different.  The 
Chins would be able to be bred with a straight line bred 
Black.  Other breeds have had trouble with brown tint 
to their Chins and breeders are finding it best to keep 
Chin to Chin. And again, with our varieties, the Black 
could also be worked into the mix.

• The addition of the Chinchilla gene will allow 
for a true silver-tipped steel.  In my experience, 
judging breeds that recognize both silver- and gold-
tipped steels (such as Mini Lops) the silver-tipped 
steels are usually more even in color.  Our Standard 
has been changed since I started raising Dutch 
(calling for "off-white" ticking) but still prefers a 
silver-tipped steel, whereas our gene pool only 
allows for a gold-tipped steel.  Chins and Grays 
will not help each other much, and should be kept 
separate to avoid muddying up the Chin color.

• In my herd steels far out number any of the 
other colors. I have always been drawn to this color. 
However according to our standard we are asked to 
have an off white or cream ticking. This is not what 
we have and a common comment on the tables is 
that the steels are too brassy. This, in my opinion is 
due to the fact that we are producing a steel on a 
gold background, getting the ticking from the grays 
in the breed.

I think that by adding the chin (if type can be 
maintained) to our breed we will better be able to 
produce what our steel variety standard calls for. 
Building a steel from a chin base will give us the 
desired off white ticking, thus a silver tipped steel. 

Lops(minis) are a great place to observe these two 
different types of steels. Ones that are based on a 
chin back have silver tips and ones that are based on 
a chestnut are gold tipped.

• This is unknown at this point. But even if 
it does, that does not mean we have to add that 
variety to our show room classes.

• I think Chin would spark interest in steels, if 
it could help produce a steel more consistently. Many 
smaller breeders don't/won't raise steel because 
of the hodgepodge of animals they must have to 
produce the color. Then throw the markings in on top 
of that. That's tough!
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• I believe the Chinchilla Dutch will eventually 
compliment our steel Dutch as well as making a 
positive impact on grays. I feel that the Chin Dutch 
will be widely accepted and a very popular variety 
when it is finally approved and I applaud those that 
take the time and dedication it requires to develop 
this new variety.

• Chinchilla is to close too the gray and steel.  
I feel it will not help.

• Not sure, but why fix something that's not 
broken?

• IF and I don't have any experience in breeding 
chins, they MAY help with the steels. The steels are 
TOO brassy now. I raise steel as my main color now 
after many years at torts. I have found that the older 
animals go very brassy. The chin color will make 
them more of a gray tipped steel instead of a gold 
tipped steel.

• I would like to see it stand alone.
• As I also raise French Lops, I will say that the 

Gray/Chestnut and Steels do cross very well with 
Chins. I can't say how it will run with Dutch, but if it 
did that'd be grand.

• There seems to be a hypothesis that the 
Chinchilla can help our steel. If this is true, it may 
be something that needs to be considered. But 
the problem that I have with the Chinchillas and 
the Reds, is that another breed has to be used to 
introduce the color. I really do not support creating 
colors with other breeds that will affect the type we 
want to see on the Dutch.

• ???? In mini rex, I believe the chinchilla has 
something to do with himis, seals, and sables?????

• I'm not sure. From what I've heard, it might, 
but it could also just as easily end up making the 
color get even worse as time and generations go 
on.

• Based on genotypes and the fact our steel 
Dutch presently are a gold tipped due to the gray 
agouti gene, the chinchilla could enhance to the 
silver tipped called for in the standard.  But, in 
dealing with the chin gene, the breeding line for 
steels must be carefully monitored to be kept 
separate from being introduced in other varieties.

• I don't know how the chin gene works with the 
steel gene.  I am not sure that it would complement 
either the gray or the steel variety. 

• It may, I am willing to try, but the question is: 
will it breed true or is it a "man-made" color, like the 
steel.

• Chins should be breed to chins, best case.
Since they are both AGOUTI pattern varieties you 

can bred them together without worry about any 
DQ's. 

When breeding chin to steels remember that a 
steel is an add or take out color. So a steel is bred to 
a self/agouti pattern depending on its color. Plus the 
Chin will bring back the silver steels that we have 
lost to the gold steels.

• That's hard to say, I do believe (don't quote 
me on this) that the chin and the gray have a 
different ring color pattern so I'm not sure if they 
would compliment so well together. I have also seen 
in other breeds where you get a chin with an agouti 
or gray coloring to it. Same with the steels.

** Editor's note: I find it interesting that a number 
of the comments above give reference to the 
Chinchilla helping the Steel color "get back to what 
it used to be" or "what it should be", yet one BOB 
and 2 BOS from the NDS this year were Steels.....
hmmmm, maybe the Steel color is not really as bad 
as many think.

2. The signatures of at least 10 ADRC members in good 
standing must accompany the nomination. 

3. A brief biography of the nominee must be include with 
the nomination application  (The Hall of Fame committee 
and/or the Board of Directors of ADRC, reserve the right to 
request more biographical information on the nominee as 
deemed necessary.

4. Nominee must have been a continuous adult member 
in good standing with ADRC for at least 10 years.

5. A Hall of Fame nominee can be of any age or sex as 
long as the nominee has met the membership requirements 
for nomination.

6. The completed nomination form is to be returned to 
ADRC secretary for verifi cation.

7. The verifi ed nomination form will then be forwarded 
to the Hall Of Fame committee chairperson and committee 
members for recommendation.

VOTING PROCEDURE
1. The Hall of Fame committee will vote to recommend 

inductees to the Board of Directors of the ADRC.  A 2/3 
majority rule will be used in the recommendation process.
